Senior Courtney Chacon landed the Offensive Player of the Week honors on Monday 
Oct. 3. She recorded a season-high 40 assists (13.33 aps) against Utah State.

His 71 wins 
at Wyoming are second most in program history, and the 41 conference wins are also 
second best for a UW head coach.

Offering Assistance: As a junior, Courtney Chacon became just the ninth Cowgirl in 
school history to record at least 2,000 career assists. For her career, she is now sixth 
all-time with 2,941 assists. Addtionally, Chacon has led the Cowgirls in assists in all 20 
matches this season.

Life’s a Beach: Laura Beach sits at the top of the list in all-time hitting percentage as a 
Cowgirl. After hitting .337 last season and currently hitting a team-best .401 this year, 
Beach has a .368 hitting percentage for her career.
