This Weekend

The Cowboys head to Tulsa, Okla., for the Big 12 Championship this weekend. The two-day tournament
will take place at the BOK Center on Saturday and Sunday. The championship opens on Saturday with the
preliminary matches at 10 a.m. MT, with semifinals and the first round of consolations at 5 p.m. The wrestlers
return on Sunday at 7 a.m. for consolation finals and the championship matches at 12 p.m.

Finals to be Televised on Root Sports Rocky Mountain

Although the first three sessions of the championship will be streamed exclusively on FloWrestling, Sunday’s
championship finals will be televised live on Root Sports. It will be the second-consecutive year that Root
Sports will pick up the finals matches for the Big 12 Championship.

Last Year at the Big 12 Championship

The 2016 Big 12 Championship was the first official conference championship attended by the Pokes since the
2000 Western Wrestling Conference Championship. Tanner Harms finished second at 285 pounds securing
a spot at his second NCAA Championship on the final day championship. Bryce Meredith finished third
with Drew Templeman finishing fourth, as both wrestlers secured spots to their first NCAA Championship.
Oklahoma State walked away with its fourth-straight Big 12 Conference title with 157 points. Oklahoma
finished second with 100 points, as lowa State took third and SDSU claimed fourth. The Pokes finished fifth
with 71.5 points.

Wyoming in the Rankings

The Pokes have five wrestlers within the national rankings. UW is led by All-American Bryce Meredith, who
is ranked No. 8 by several organizations. Drew Templeman (No. 13) at 125-pounds, Branson Ashworth (No.
12) at 165 are both ranked in the top-15 of their respective weights in the InterMat Individual rankings.
Cole Mendenhall (149) and Archie Colgan (157) can find themselves ranked 22nd and 18th, respectively, by
Trackwrestling.

Regular Season Wrap Up

The Wyoming Cowboy wrestling team closed out its regular season against #25 North Dakota State on Feb.
12 in the UniWyo Sports Complex. The Pokes won three of the last four matches, but fell 24-16 on Senior
Day. Just a couple days before Senior Day, UW faced both #17 Oklahoma and #1 Oklahoma State. The dual
with the Sooners came down to the last match, but was ultimatly dropped by the Brown and Gold, 18-19,
while OSU ran away with a 32-3 victory over UW.

NCAA Coaches’ Panel Rankings & RPI

The five Cowboy wrestlers that were ranked in the first and second Coaches’ Panel Rankings all remain in
the third rankings. Meredith is the highest ranked Poke coming in at eighth at 141 pounds. Templeman

is 12th at 125 pounds, while redshirt sophomore Branson Ashworth sits 13th at 165 pounds. Both senior
Cole Mendenhall (149) and Archie Colgan (157) are each ranked 18th in their respective weights. Four
Cowboys were ranked in the release of the RPI on Thursday. Colgan is 11th at 157 to lead UW as Ashworth
is 13th at 165 pounds. Meredith is 16th at 141 with Mendenhall 22nd at 149 for the Brown and Gold.

38 Automatic Bids up for Grabs this Weekend

Originally, the Big 12 conference was alloted 39 automatic bids for the NCAA Championship but due to
mathces that weren’t initally reported throughout the NCAA, the Big 12 was given 38 automatic bids. Each
qualifying tournament was awarded spots per weight class based on current year data. Each wrestler was
measured on the following: Division | winning percentage at the weight class; RPI; and coaches’ ranking.
For each wrestler that reached the threshold in at least two of the three categories, his qualifying tourna-
ment was awarded a qualifying spot in that weight class.

Individual Bonus Points and SoS

When the regular season was complete, The OpenMat looked at the wrestlers scoring the most bouns
points and those adjusting to the toughest schedules. To no surprise, Meredith is 14th in the nation with
1.133 bonus points per match. Additionally, the junior has 1.360 bonus points per win for 19th in the
country.

The Cowboys will send ten wrestlers to the Big 12 Championship this weekend. Five Cowboys in the
lineup have experience wrestling in a Big 12 conference championship. Meredith leads the way with a third-place
finish at last year’s tournament. Templeman and Mendenhall each placed fourth in their respective weight class-
es last season, while Colgan brought home a fifth-place finish in 2016.

125 Pounds

Senior Drew Templeman began the season at 133 for the Brown and Gold, but has since found his
groove at 125. Not only will he be looking for a conference championship, but Templeman will look to grab one
of the four automatic bids to the NCAA Championship. He was 16-6 on the season and ranks 12th in the coaches
poll. Additionally, Templeman went 5-2 against members of the Big 12 this year.

133 Pounds

Junior Ronnie Stevens will battle for one of the four sports to the NCAA Championship this weekend.
The Oregon State transfer saw time at 125 and 133 this season and went 9-10 in duals and 0-3 against members
of the Big 12.

141 Pounds

Junior Bryce Meredith will look to shine once again during postseason competition. The All-Ameri-
can enters the Big 12 Championship with a 26-5 overall record and 7-1 mark against the Big 12, with three wins
against ranked opponents. He ranks eighth in the coaches rankings and 15h in RPI. Meredith will challenge for
one of four spots for Nationals and has been ranked in the top-ten throughout the season.

149 Pounds

Senior Cole Mendenhall settled into the 149 weight class a year ago and has continued to succeed this
season. He owns a 26-7 record and is 4-3 against the Big 12 on the year. There will be four bids to Nationals at
the 149-pound weight class. Mendenhall is ranked 18th in the coaches rankings and 23rd in RPI.

157 Pounds

Junior Archie Colgan will look to take one of three spots to the NCAA Championship this weekend. He
finished the season with a 31-6 record and 6-2 mark in Big 12 competition, with four wins versus ranked wres-
tlers. Colgan sits 18th in the coaches rankings and 11th in RPI.

165 Pounds

Redshirt sophomore Branson Ashworth has stepped into the 165 weight class and proven he belongs.
Ashworth leads UW with 33 wins this season. He is also 6-2 in Big 12 matches. There will be five automatic bids
up for grabs this weekend in Tulsa at the 165-pound weight class.

174 Pounds

Junior Kyle Pope has been the Pokes go-to guy at 174 this season and will battle for one of the three
spots in Tulsa to move on to Nationals. He has compiled a 20-14 overall record and 3-5 mark against the Big 12.
He will be one of five Cowboys making their Big 12 Conference Championship debut.

184 Pounds

Only two spots for the NCAA Championship are up for grabs this weekend in the 184-pound weight
class. Redshirt freshman Lucas Lovvorn will get his first taste of postseason action for the Brown and Gold. He
holds a 16-10 mark in addition to a 1-4 record in Big 12 duals.

197 Pounds

Junior Luke Paine will man the 197 weight class for the Brown and Gold. The junior sports a 10-14
overall record with a 1-4 mark against Big 12 opponents. He has seen time at 184 and 197 for UW this season
and will look to secure one of five bids for the NCAA Championship.

285 Pounds

Senior Brandon Tribble will return to the Big 12 Championship this season, only up one weight. He
went 1-2 last season at 197.
