A Look at the Matchup

Wyoming hit 13 three pointers for their 12th game in the last 13 contests with
double-digit three pointers on Monday night at Coastal Carolina. The Cowboys have
344 three pointers on the season, a school record and a Mountain West single season
record. Wyoming shot 44 percent from the field on Monday going 28-0f-63. The
Cowboys grabbed 34 rebounds against the Chanticleers and scored 13 points on 11
Coastal Carolina turnovers.

Coastal Carolina shot 47 from the field inside their home arena going 34-of-72 in the
first game of the series. The Chanticleers were also solid on the glass grabbing 46
rebounds on the night with 18 offensive rebounds. CCU outscored the Pokes 46-20
in the paint and also added 18 points off of turnovers and added 17 second chance
points.

Each Team's Leaders

The Cowboys are led by sophomore guard Justin James. He was named the MW Sixth
Man of the Year by the conference media members and coaches. He adds 15.8 points
per game. James was held to 12 points on 5-0f-17 shooting on Monday night. He
has scored 20 or more points 11 times this season. Junior forward Hayden Dalton
adds 12.3 points per game and grabs a team-best 8.3 rebounds per night. Dalton

had 11 points and nine rebounds in the first game of the series. He has recorded 11
double-doubles this season and has 300 rebounds this season. Senior guard Jason
McManamen adds 11.5 points per game for the Pokes. He led UW with 19 points on
Monday and has 1,020 career points for the fourth most points by a Wyoming native.
Junior forward Alan Herndon adds 11.3 points per night with 5.9 rebounds per game.
He has 72 blocks this season with a career-high five on Monday evening. He has 110
in his career ranking sixth all-time at UW.

Coastal Carolina is led in scoring by Jaylen Shaw, as he adds 14.7 points per game.
He also leads the team in assists adding 3.7 per night. He is shooting 47 percent from
the field on the season and was one of three players to score 15 points for CCU on
Monday. Elijah Wilson adds 13.3 points per game and 3.2 rebounds, as he had 14
points on Monday. Demario Beck leads the Chanticleers in rebounding grabbing 8.0
per game. He is also third on the team in scoring adding 9.8 per game.

About the Series

Monday’s game was the first meeting between the two schools. Wyoming moved to
4-3 all-time against teams from the State of South Carolina.

CBI History: wyoming is making its fifth appearance in the 16-team CBI and first since 2014,
when UW fell at Texas A&M. UW is 5-5 all-time in the tournament after the 74-68 win over
Utah Valley. This is Wyoming's 28th appearance in a postseason men'’s basketball tournament,
including appearing in 15 NCAA tournaments, eight National Invitation Tournaments (NIT) and
five CBIs. The Cowboys hold a 20-33 all-time record in the postseason.

Long Season: When Wyoming hits the court on Wednesday it will mark the Pokes’ 37th
game of the season. It will be tied for the most games UW has played in a single season in
school history. The Pokes played 37 games during the 1950-51 season. It will be the latest in the
calender year UW has played since March 31, 1952.

The Friendly Confines: Wyoming has been tough this season at home with a 17-3 overall
record. The 17 wins is tied for the most in a single season with 2014-15 in wins in the “Dome of
Dome"”. Wyoming is 3-0 during the CBI at home this season and 5-2 all-time. The 20 games this
season in the Arena-Auditorium are the most home games at home in a single-season in UW
history in the AA.

Check This Out: Wyoming’s 344 three pointers this season is the most in a single season in
MW history. Colorado State hit 326 last season. The Cowboys total points scored of 2,792 is the
fourth most in a single season in MW history.

Block Party: Wyoming junior Alan Herndon had a career-high five blocks on Monday at
Coastal Carolina. It was the most by a Cowboy players since Larry Nance, Jr. recorded five
against San Jose State on Jan. 18, 2014. Big Al is averaging 2.0 blocks per game on the season
and has 72 on the year and 110 in his career.

McManamen Leads: Wyoming senior Jason McManamen had 19 points on Monday at
Coastal Carolina. He now has 1,020 career points as he can move to fourth in career scoring

by a Wyoming native. He can pass the great Kenny Sailors (1,0210 with his first basket on
Wednesday. It was the first time in seven games that sophomore guard Justin James has not led
the Cowboys in scoring.

Everyone Scored: The Cowboys had 10 players enter the contest on Monday in Conway,
S.C. All 10 of the Cowboys scored at least one point on the night with all but one recording at
least one rebound.

HD Rebound Machine: Wyoming junior forward Hayden Dalton has grabbed 300
rebounds this season. That number ranks ninth in single season school history and the most
since Justin Williams grabbed 329 in 2005-06. Wyoming has grabbed 1,366 rebounds this season
ranking third in a single-season in school history.

400 Wins in AA: Wyoming recorded their 400th win in the Arena-Auditorium last
Wednesday with the win over Utah Valley. The Cowboys hold an impressive 400-137 record all-
time in the Arena-Auditorium.

1,000 for JMac: Wyoming senior Jason McManamen reached 1,000 career points on
Wednesday. He actually has 1,001 career points after his layup with 43 seconds left helped lift
the Pokes past Utah Valley. He is 35th Cowboy to reach the milestone and the fifth Wyoming
native to reach the mark. For his career, in his 120 games in the Brown and Gold he is averaging
8.3 points per game.

Edwards Gets to 20: Wyoming head coach Allen Edwards got to 20 wins with the victory
over UMKC. He is only the second coach in school history to get to 20 wins in his first season
joining Benny Dees, who went 26-6 in his first season in 1987-88.

20 Wins: Wyoming moved to 20-14 on the season with their 72-61 win over UMKC. It is the
22nd 20-win season in UW history and the first since 2014-15. It marked the fourth 20-win
season since 2011-12.

Racking Up the Points: The Cowboys 72 points against UMKC gave this season’s Cowboy
team the school record for points in a season. It passed the previous school record of 2,641
points scored in 1990-91. The Pokes now have 2,797 points after Monday’'s game. Wyoming is
averaging 77.7 points per game ranking No. 70 in the country and second in the MW.

Herndon for Three: Junior forward Alan Herndon has had a solid season behind the arc
this year. He has had at least two three pointers in 21 games this season and has at least two in
nine of his last 10 games. He has 55 triples on the year shooting 37 percent from behind the arc.

Oh What a Night: The Cowboys were hot from the field against EWU shooting a season-
best 58 percent going 35-0f-60. The Pokes also shot a season-best 61 percent from behind the
three point line. It was the highest field goal percentage since shooting 59 percent against
Denver on Dec. 2, 2014. It was also the highest three point percentage since shooting 71
percent against Montana State on Nov. 30, 2013.

In the 90’s: The Cowboys scored 91 points against EWU in the CBI Opener, as it marked
the fifth time this season UW has hit 90 or more points in a game. UW is 4-1 this season
when hitting 90 or more points with their only loss coming to USC, a team that is currently
in the NCAA Tournament. UW scored a season-high 102 points in a four overtime win
against Fresno State.

Postseason W's: The Cowboys recorded their first postseason win since defeating
Lehigh 67-66 in the first round of the CBI on March 19, 2013. The Cowboys have now won
three postseason games. It is the most since winning the National Championship in 1943.

One More Three: The Cowboys have 344 triples on the season and broke last season'’s
school record of 307 by hitting 11 against EWU. The Pokes are averaging 9.5 per game this
season, which leads the MW and ranks No. 25 in the nation.

Leading at the Half: The Cowboys are an impressive 17-1 when leading at the half
this season. Wyoming led UMKC 38-32 at the half and UW led EWU 44-32 and 39-33 at the
break last Wednesday. UW is outscoring opponents 1360-1265 in the first half this season.

50 or Better: Wyoming finished the regular season strong shooting over 50 percent
or better from the field at Colorado State and at home against San Jose State and against
EWU in the CBI. Wyoming shot 52 percent at Colorado State and finished the afternoon
shooting 50 percent against San Jose State. UW has shot 50 percent or better from the
floor this season seven times and are 6-1 when doing so.

Getting to 80: The Cowboys have scored 80 or more points 15 times this season and
are 12-3 on the year when doing so. The 15 games of 80 or more points is the most in a
season since recording 19 during the 1999-00 season.

Three-Point King: Senior guard Jason McManamen made history at Colorado State
recording two three pointers, he had three against San Jose State and added one against
Air Force, and three against UMKC and two against UVU followed by four on Monday as
he now has 207 in his career the most by any player in Cowboy history. He passed Brandon
Ewing's previous school record of 193 in the second half against the Rams.

Hot from Behind the Arc: The Cowboys have hit double-digit three pointers in 12
of their last 13 games. UW only hit three against UVU, breaking the 11 game streak. The
11 games was a mark that is the longest in the MW era of Cowboy basketball. The Pokes
hit double-digit three pointers in six straight games last season during the same exact time
of the season as this season, which was also in the month of February. During the last

13 games UW has hit 146 three pointers and have shot 41 percent from behind the arc.
Wyoming hit 84 in that stretch last season.

Multiple Options: The Cowboys saw five players score in double figures against EWU
and four against UMKC and at Coastal Carolina. UW had six players score in double-figures
at Boise State, as it was the first time that six players had scored in double-figures in a
game since UW defeated Johnson & Wales, 105-64 on Nov. 22, 2008 in Laramie. UW has
had five players score in double figures this season five times. Wyoming has had four or
more players score in double-figures 15 times this season.

Defensive Notable: The Cowboys are second in the MW and No. 26 in the nation
in field goal percentage defense at 40.6. The Cowboys have held opponents to under 40
percent from the field 15 times this season. The Cowboys held UVU to under 40 percent
from the field for their last sub-40 percent defensive night.

One Tough Cowboy: Senior guard Jason McManmen moved into the top-20 in
all-time games played against Boise State. He has played in 121 career games (T-10th at
UW), that number is second most by a Wyoming native following No. 8 Adam Wadell (124
from 2009-12). He has played in 102 straight games and started 65 straight dating back to
last season. He played a career-high 57 minutes in the four overtime game against Fresno
State the most by a Cowboy since 2002 when Donta Richardson played a school-record 58
minutes.

Defensive Rebounds: The Cowboys rank fifth in the nation in defensive rebounds
per game at 29.6. Junior Hayden Dalton ranks third in MW and No. 26 in the nation
grabbing 6.9 defensive boards per game.
